On a motion by Mitchell, seconded by Weimann, the Consent Agenda was approved with #9b being approved for 2019 tax year. (3-0).
G.  Old Business
· Request to Build on a Class VI Road – Highland Avenue- Chastity Dupuis, Steven Hodgson and Keith Dupuis were present for the discussion.  The Planning Board had approved their request at the last meeting.  DPW Director, Randy Heglin, discussed the concern of maintaining stability of the road with added traffic of a 3rd home.  DOT road standards require and 18-foot-wide road to accommodate 2-lane traffic, along with a 2-foot edge.  Paving the road would be the best solution.  Drainage should be built on the west side of the road and go under the new driveway.  It was noted that there are many maintenance complaints that come into the DPW from residents on Class VI roads to the Town.  It was agreed that when a Class VI property is sold, that it is conveyed to the new owners that the Town isn’t responsible for maintaining the road, the residents are.  An agreement will be written up with the agreed upon specifications and will be signed by the Select Board and the land owner at the next Select Board meeting on July 9th.   The building permit application process can begin prior to this agreement being signed.
H. New Business

· Water Capital Reserve – Randy Heglin, DPW director, was present to request that a Capital Reserve Account to be created to enable future planning and work on the Water Main Replacement project.  Initially, the design work needs to be done in order to have a definite figure to bring to Town Meeting for the cost of repairs/replacement, the estimated amount is $ 80,000.  The storage facilities were inspected in April 2018 and were found to be in need of repairs, especially the facility at Bullet Pond with an estimate of $ 110,000 to repair.   Lastly, the back-up generators need to be replaced.  The Contoocook generator failed with the recent power outage this month.  Parts are difficult to find for the 1994 models. An estimated cost from the asset report was $ 180,000.
On a motion by Weimann, seconded by Mitchell, to create a Capital Reserve Fund under the provisions of RSA 35:7 for the Jaffrey Water Department and fund with $370.00 was approved (3-0).

· Resolution #2018-24- Special Event Permit - Concerts on the Common – July 5,11,18, 25
On a motion by Weimann, seconded by Mitchell, Resolution #2018-24 was approved

· Resolution #2018-25-  Special Event Permit - Riverfest – July 28, 2018

On a motion by Mitchell, seconded by Weimann, Resolution #2018-25 was approved with the exception of the Roaming Train. (3-0).  TEAM Jaffrey is meeting with the vendor on 7/5/18 and will report the train route back to public safety officials.

· Complete Streets-  A letter to Will Schoefmann, Chair of Monadnock Alliance for Sustainable Transportation was presented to the Select Board for signature.  This letter expressed the Town’s support for the recently submitted application for proposed changes to Goodnow Street to calm the traffic flow and increase safety for pedestrians and bicycle traffic.
